On January 5, 16", 25th, and 28" we organized cleanliness and anti- plastic programmes
with villagers and students of Zilla Parishad (ZP) schools of Katwal, Khutwanda,
Kondegaon and Dewada villages. Programmes were organized to clean the area in and
around the village and around the hand pumps and wells and to prevent man-animal
conflict as wild growth provides shelter to snakes and scorpions.

On 12", we constructed a check dam in the south-western area of Moharli buffer through
shramdhaan. 18 youths and students of Katwal village participated in the programme.

On January 29", following information from farmers of Katwal village about a sub-adult
male tiger’s movement around their farmlands, we organized a foot patrol with Forest
Department in Tamsi Reet area of Tadoba buffer zone involving 7 local youths from
Khutwanda village.

The aim was to monitor the predator’s movement and also to spot any threats like snares,
traps, electric fencing etc. around the area. The youths were taught about the dynamics of
community patrolling in forest areas and how to identify scrape marks on trees, scats
(predator and prey), identification of plants, birds and insects.

Environment Education
